A vision of heaven in which a scroll must 
be read, but no one is worthy to open the 
scroll. Then Jesus appears as the Lamb of 
God, who is the only one who can open 
the scroll.

Jesus calls Philip to follow him and Philip 
brings his sceptical friend, Nathanael. 
But when Nathanael realises that Jesus 
knew him before meeting him in person, 
he too becomes a faithful disciple.
